Jack and Bill planned to establish their new “Westdale Garage” 
on 790 King Street West near Macklin Street. Unfortunately, the 
partners didn’t have an actual garage facility so they had to build 
one from scratch. A self-taught mechanic and avid handy man, 
Jack remembers having to pour the concrete foundations and 
install all the sewers himself by hand.

“It was just a field back then,” he says, “and the city slowly 
built up around us. There was even a blacksmith right next door 
where they used to shoe horses and a dairy across the street with 
horse drawn wagons.”

Back in those days, Westdale Garage was a busy automotive 
repair outfit, repairing local Hudsons, Packards and other vehicles 
of the day. But by the 1950s, however, Hamilton area homeown-
ers had begun to switch from coal to oil to heat their homes, 
and Westdale Garage often repaired tank trucks. As a result, the 
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Leading provider of industrial and commercial maintenance supplies and equipment 
celebrates 65 years in business.
